e Holy Trinity Sunday

Trinity Sunday is the first Sunday after Pentecost to honor the Holy Trini-
ty - the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. While the word “trinity” does not ap-
pear in the Scripture, it is taught in Mt 28:18-20 and 2 Cor 13:14 along
with many other Bible passages. The Bible tells us, “And Jesus came and
said to them, ‘All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me.
Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit” (Mt 28:18-20).

The concept of the Holy Trinity can never be completely under-
stood. That is the mystery. But it is clearly taught in Scripture. Understanding this comes
through the work of the Holy Spirit; therefore, it is appropriate that this mystery is celebrat-
ed the first Sunday after Pentecost, when the outpouring of the Holy Spirit first occurred.

Trinity Sunday is to explain, to the best of our ability, the clues written in Scripture to
guide us to a fuller understanding of our triune God. The Father is God from the beginning
(Jn 1:1). Jesus revealed Himself as equal to the Father in John 10:30, “I and the Father are
one.” Together, they sent the Holy Spirit. The Bible tells us, “For there are three that bear rec-
ord in Heaven, the Father, the Word and the Holy Spirit, and these three are one” (1 Jn 5:7-
11). To understand the Trinity is to understand God more fully.

Come Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful and kindle in them the fire of your love.
Send forth your Spirit and they shall be created. And You shall renew the face of the earth.
